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Thank you for applying to become a volunteer with Kitsap County Department of Emergency Management.  When you volunteer with Kitsap County emergency response organizations, unlike most organizations you volunteer for, you are registering as an Emergency Worker both in Kitsap County and the State of Washington.  We classify all Emergency Management volunteers as Emergency Workers under WAC 118.04.

Each Emergency Worker in his/her own way is an integral part of emergency preparedness for Kitsap County.  No matter what activity you volunteer for as an Emergency Worker, we could use your help in the event of a major emergency or disaster.  Your availability determines how or when we utilize your services.

Additionally, as an Emergency Worker we expect you to be prepared for any emergency or disaster.  If you are not prepared at home with a minimum of 3 days of emergency supplies (food, water, medicine) or in your car, how can we rely on you to respond?  Your neighbors will look to you for your leadership and guidance during an emergency or disaster.  Set the example early and help prepare your neighborhood.   (See attached brochure)

For your information, under RCW 38.52, an Emergency Worker is protected for medical services, property loss or damage, and liability during the time and distance necessary to travel to the duty or training site, performance of the activity, and reasonable time to return to the point of origin.

When completing the attached application, please review and sign all forms.  If applicable, you must also have your Unit Leader (Search and Rescue specific Units) sign the application.  We require a background investigation on all Emergency Workers and verification of your driving record.    It is the policy of this office that all information gathered in these background investigations is strictly confidential between you and this office.  If for any reason you are denied registration, you have the right to appeal all decisions to this office.  If you have any questions please feel free to call us.

After your application has been processed, we will contact you to schedule an appointment with an interviewer.  Once accepted into a volunteer position, we will complete your paperwork and create your photo identification.
